
Appendix ASpecifications of Basic I/O Units and High-density I/O Units
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When the output current of any output exceeds the detection current, the output for that point will turn OFF. At the
same time, the ERR indicator will light and the corresponding flag (one for each common) in the Basic I/O Unit
Information Area (A050 to A089) will turn ON.

• When wiring, pay careful attention to the polarity of the external power supply. The load may operate if the polar-
ity is reversed.
